Data Management Working Group Report
AGS4  was launched on 25th May 2010 at the National  Motorcycle Museum in Birmingham. Following the launch the Working Group had been working on comments received from developers and users implementing the format over next 6 months.  A final update was released on 6th March 2011 and is available on the AGS website along with some guidance documents

BSI proposal for a “Standard for the Management of Ground Information” in production
The brief:

This standard gives a set of recommendations for the management of geotechnical and geoenvironmental data throughout the life cycle of ground engineering projects. It defines data as a concept and provides recommendations on the collection, verification, manipulation, distribution, presentation and storage of data. It includes contractual requirements; the implications of public access regulations; and the ownership of data as it travels along the supply chain. It applies to all aspects of ground engineering including ground investigation; environmental investigation; construction; piling; tunnelling and asset management. It provides some explanations on the role of software, databases and electronic data transfer formats. BS 526/3 have approved the creation of a Standard for the Management of Ground Data.
The standard will be drafted to describe what needs to be done but not how to do it, calling on the present best practices in the industry.
The standard will be aimed at ‘Project managers’ to ensure involvement in the whole life cycle of the project

Document already in progress, though no exact timescales have been set.
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
