· Indemnity in new OS Contractor Licence
- A query had been raised by an AGS Member in regard to sub licensing OS data and the new OS Contractor Licence.  The intention is to draft a Q and A in the Newsletter. 
· New Law Clauses - The need for a ‘New Law Clause’ to be added to design contracts in case standards were updated during a project or after the design stage but before the construction had been completed has been considered.  Has any Member had a problem with this issue?
· What is Meant by Supervision? – This document discusses the use of the term ‘supervision’ in contracts and agreements and indicates that when the term is used it should be defined so as to avoid misunderstanding as to what is required.  A draft is being circulated within the LPWG.  
· A Clients Guide to the Purpose and Use of Geotechnical Reports: - During a previous AGS Committee meeting it had been reported that the proposed Client Guide did not comply with Euro code terminology and would be revised accordingly. 
· Use of Legal Terms: It was considered useful to have a glossary of legal terms such as ‘best’ and ‘good’; ‘best’ and ‘reasonable’; and ‘all’ and ‘every’ to promote the correct use.
· Use of Insurance Terms:  The LPWG also considered that it would be useful to have a glossary of insurance terms, and this is being developed.
